During the week of March 9, 
information regarding the spread 
of COVID-19 and subsequent 

safety measures changed at warp speed. As soon as we 
developed a mitigation plan it had to be adjusted. Before 
we knew it, we were lamenting postponements and 
cancellations of liturgies, traditions, activites, ordinations, 
and fundraisers. Canceling public Masses and reposing 
Jesus after being able to offer exposition for the first week 
of the Stay at Home mandate was particularly heart-
wrenching. 

Our dynamic staff responded quickly to bring you 
Wisdom Virtual Ministry. Now Mass, Bible studies, 
small groups, confirmation and RCIA classes, and short 
teachings and reflections are available online and through 
live-streams on our website and social media pages. 

There have been many silver linings. Our Parochial 
Vicar, Fr. Pellessier remarked that it is encouraging to 
see students use this time to really think, to get outside 
of their normal box, to be creative with their time, and 
be adventurous with activities like kayaking or hiking, 
which are naturally socially-distanced. Indeed, this time 
of quarantine reminds us that we can find great solace 

in spending quality time with family and friends and 
a renewed sense of gratitude for gifts like the beautiful 
weather we have experienced this past month. 

Despite changing circumstances, the human heart doesn’t 
change. I still meet with students (virtually now!) to 
support and guide them in their spiritual lives. What I 
take from them is that they, like all of us, continue to long 
for and find hope in the Lord. Quarantine presents us 
with a unique opportunity to learn to relate to Jesus, as St. 
Edith Stein describes, “purely from within¹.” I pray that 
the fruit of this experience for all of us is a renewed and 
more trusting relationship with the Lord.
